The exercises in 
this activity sheet help students to understand this daunting word duo, offering them fun and varied 
practice both alone and in pairs. 
 
Aim: To practise So and Such through a series of written and communicative exercises. 
 
Procedure: Give each student a copy of the two-page activity sheet.
